Cloud and a few brief showers NW Highlands will
move away north, whilst along the Pennines and later Cumbria and
S Scotland, patchy cloud and an isolated shower will form.

Light wind; bright sunshine and very clear air.

Rain and low cloud at times Scotland, mainly affecting western mountains - although later next week the
warmth encroaching into Scotland. There may well be widespread thunderstorms later in the week, before less hot
weather extends from the Atlantic around next weekend.
